ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURES ESTABLISHED BY THE MSCC MEMBERSHIP AND BOARD

The 2002 Board established the following Administrative procedure:

 The Board is authorized to approve expenditures of Club funds up to $150.00. Prior approval must be given by the Membership for expenditures over $150.00. 

The 2005 Board established the following Administrative procedures:

Retiring Officers: A plaque or other suitable recognition is to be presented to the out-going President. A plaque was presented to 2004 President Ernie Martinez.


Death of Member or Immediate Family: A card in the Club’s name will be sent at the death of a Member or their immediate family (wife, husband or child living at home). 


Door Prizes and 50/50 Funds: Funds raised from the sale of 50/50 tickets will be used to purchase door prizes to be given away at the Regular Meetings.

Financial Records: 

· Write checks when needed and for a documented amount never in advance.

· Destroy cancelled checks that are more then five years old.
· Conduct the annual audit of the financial records prior to the new Board assuming office and report the results at the Joint Board meeting in December.

Cruise and Autocross Checklists:
A cruise checklist and a autocross checklist have been develop to assist members in the planning and execution of events.

Non-emergency expenditure of  $150.00:  Non-emergency expenditures of $150.00 or more are to be brought to the Board prior to being submitted to the membership for their consideration. The Board would assess the financial impact and provide that information along with the proposed expenditure via email to the Members prior to the Regular where the items is to be considered by the Membership.

The 2007 Board established the following Administrative procedures:


Voting by email:   All voting Board Members – President, 1st Vice-President, 2nd Vice-President (Competitive Events), NCCC Governor, Secretary, Treasurer and Director at Large - are to be polled. A majority of the Board must respond. The President or 1st Vice-President in the President’s absence will summarize the voting, announce the results and direct the appropriate action by email to all Board Members.  Issues that would normally have been brought before the Membership for a vote will be announce to the Membership at the next General Meeting by the President summarizing the issue, reason action was required, and the action directed.  

Distributing emails and announcements to Membership:  Emails will be distributed to the Membership that provides the following:

(1) Information on MSCC sponsored events

(2) Information on Corvette related events sponsored by the Lower Alabama Corvette Club, the Playground Corvette Club and the Emerald Coast Corvette Club.

Car shows, rallies, races or other car related events sponsored by Corvette Clubs outside the local area, other Car Clubs or charity organizations can posted on the MSCC Website.
