Minutes:  Minutes from the May General Meeting are posted on the website. Sandy Shorey made a motion to accept the minutes as written.  Carol Mills seconded the motion. The motion passes unanimously.

Treasurer's Report: Ernie Martinez reported the treasury has a balance of $3,395.76.  There has been $580 received to date for Beach show pre-registrations.

President’s Report:  Steve Bohannon reported that the Tryon Library will be moving into their new building on Langley the first two weeks of September; because of this the September General Meeting will be held at Leo’s Corvettes on “W” St.

 Steve asked for volunteers to work the Beach show to help with selling t-shirts, serving drinks in the Pepsi trailer, raffle tickets, parking cars, etc.  If you would like to help with any of these please sign-up with Leah, Dave or Brad for your selected time slot.  Ernie has ordered new raffle tickets for the show this year.  Leah Pittman will be picking up the $2,500 donation check from Pete Moore Chevrolet Friday.    Steve has received 100 chip clips and a $50 gift certificate from Eckler’s for the Beach show.  He also received a package from Langka, and they only sent 1 paint & chip repair kit, but we were expecting 80 – 100.  Steve has sent them an email to see if they can possibly send more.

Ernie reported that he has contacted a company for some buckets to be given away at the show.  He is waiting for the quote on 100 w/MSCC logo or 1,000 plain buckets.

Leah Pittman reminded everyone that the “Vettes at the Beach” show will be Saturday, September 19.  To date the Hilton has 4 rooms reserved, and the Comfort Inn has 27 rooms reserved.  There will a Friday night gathering at the Comfort Inn on Pensacola Beach.  There will be food from the Red Barn BBQ, desserts & tea.  The cost of the food should be $530 - $600 of which Sam & Sheila Wilensky will be donating $270.  The remaining balance will be covered by either Advance Insurance or the club.  There will also be a table set up for anyone who would like to register for the show on Saturday.  Volunteers who will be helping with this event are asked to arrive by 6pm.

Leah wanted everyone to know that if you have received items for the raffle that you can drop them off at Advance Insurance on Beverly Parkway.
